What’s Happening?

· National

· Next EIC teleconference scheduled for 11/11/09. Minutes from these meetings are now posted on ENA website
· EICs notified of transition of IP Institute/ EN CARE to Institute for Quality and Safety (IQS) – see attached letter. 
· State

· Signed - SB 91 (Feuer- Los Angeles)- ENA  supported this legislation.   Requires the installation of an Ignition Locking Device for first time DUI offenders.  Would have to blow into device before the car will start to check ETOH level.  Pilot Projects will be conducted in 4 counties. This effort has been successful in other states and is one of the criteria for ENA’s Injury Prevention Score Card.  One of two areas that CA did not meet criteria.  Janet O’Leary was invited by the Governor’s Office to attend the signing of the bill and will discuss later in the general membership meeting. 
Review of Injury Prevention Program

· Boost Em Up- Educational Booster Seat Video – unable to review due to room confirguration/noise level.  Patrice provided each committee member with copy of program – compliments of California DPH – Child Passenger Safety Program Coordinator – Kate Bernacki. 
· Booster seat legislation in California still does not meet best practices and will be the last area that California does not meet on ENA’s Injury Prevention Score Card.  Current legislation requires child to be in appropriate child restraint system until 6 years or age or 60 lbs.  Best practices promote children to be restraint in appropriate child restraint system until height of 4 ft 9 inches or 8 years of age.  Height is considered a better measure than weight for when a child can use seat belt system alone.
