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Lake Tahoe ED Summit a Success 
 Over 110 RNs and allied health professionals spent an 
enjoyable and educational day at Cal ENA’s revived An-
nual Educational Conference. The event kicked off on 
April 19 at the MontBleu Resort Casino and Spa with a 
wine and cheese party that featured an interesting presen-
tation on how to design the ED of the future. Architect Jon 
Huddy of Freeman White challenged us with new ways of 
looking at the design of the ED. 
Friday, April 20 started off with at least 20 people regis-
tering on site. Across the hall, over 15 vendors set up their 

displays that were available almost all day. One of 
them was our own Historian Liz Taylor who had set up 
an interesting display of photos from past conferences. 
The keynote address started on time with ENA Presi-
dent-elect (and Cal 
ENA past-president) 
Denise King giving a 
well-documented talk 
on Leadership. She was 
followed by another 
Cal ENA past-
president, Diana Con-
tino, making a case for 
how Technology has 
and will change the 

way we work in the ED. 
We took a break to visit the vendors, collect souvenirs and 
network for future purchases and jobs. Then, we broke 
into two concurrent sessions. Debby Rogers and Jan Ogar 
gave an informative presentation on the interface between 
the ED and Politics. Pending legislation and current regu-
lations were explored. In the other breakout session, Susan 
Scollan-Boring gave a well-researched slide presentation 
on Sepsis and Goal-Directed Therapy. This was really an 
excellent talk that reminded some of us that the standard 
of care in sepsis therapy has changed in just a few years. 
By noon, we were all eating lunch and meeting new 

friends as well as 
touring the vendors 
area. During breaks 
and lunch, the com-
mittee added a very 
fun activity – raffles. 
A ticket was given to 
each attendee and 
more were available 

for purchase. Most of the money went to benefit ENAF 
scholarships. But an amazing amount of prizes were do-
nated by chapters and individuals. Everything from books 
and CDs to gift baskets and even 5 nights in a condo on 

the lake. Many went home lucky winners. 
After lunch we were treated to a slide show by Dr. Donald 
Green, who shared his experiences as a field surgeon in 
Iraq. It was obvious that many new techniques are learned 
in time of war, products to clot blood and stop bleeding 
that cannot be used in EDs are being trialed in Iraq. Surgi-
cal talks are always better received after lunch. No one fell 
asleep. 
By 2:15, we had two 
more concurrent ses-
sions. Dr. Christian 
Jagusch spoke about 
Pediatric Ingestions and 
overdoses and presented 
several ways to treat them. 
The other session dealt with Mild Hypothermia in Post-
Arrest Treatment. Kirsten Pyle, RN, presented a case 
study that showed how cooling the body to 33C for 24 
hours can greatly improve the outcome after an AMI. We 
were all surprised when, at the end of the talk, she brought 
the actual patient, who spoke of his experiences and how 
his life is better now. 
After another break with the vendors, we came back for 
the final session, a panel discussion with ENA members 
who are doing non-traditional nursing roles. Matt Powers 
talked about being a Fire Department RN with responsibil-
ity for the paramedics in sev-
eral departments. Jody 
Haynes spoke about being the 
RN running the Medical 
Clinic in a Hollywood studio. 
Darlene Bradley discussed 
Disaster Management Assis-
tance Teams (DMAT) and 
how she worked with them 
during natural disasters such 
as Katrina. She also told us 
about CalMats that will be

Education and Event Calendar 
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Trauma!  

Fractured Femur from a GSW 
  This story is an example of why all nursing per-
sonnel should know the principles taught in the 
Trauma Nursing Core Course (TNCC). 
 
 I was the ED Triage RN in a Level 3 Trauma Cen-
ter.  A man came limping into the 
ED stating he “had fallen into 
some aloe vera”. His pants were 
torn and there was a puncture 
wound on his left thigh with 
blood oozing down his left leg.  
Moments later the Police came in 
and stated they had witnessed this individual run-
ning down the street and that he had received a gun 
shot wound prior to his interaction with the Police.  
 
 I took him into our trauma room and notified the 
ED MD and ED RN who had responsibility for this 
area.  An IV (normal saline) was started on this pa-
tient, labs were drawn but not sent, and a quick x-
ray was taken of his left femur.  The bullet had frac-
tured his femur and was lodged in his thigh.  A sec-
ond IV (lactated ringers) was started and a compres-
sion bandage was placed on the wound, which had 
only a trickle of blood.  There was some problem 
locating the little used Hare Traction Splint, mostly 
due to the non-existent straps. The pulse on the left 
foot was located and an “X” was placed over it for 
ease of future assessment. At that time, the left 
pulse was equal to the right and motor/sensory were 
also intact bilaterally. 
 
 The ED MD alerted the 
Helicopter (Transport) RNs 

of the need to transport the patient.  He did this im-
mediately after reading the femur fracture on x-ray.  
The patient was disrobed for a quick but thorough 
physical evaluation of any other injuries.  The vital 
signs were within normal limits, as was the pulse 
oximetry reading and the EKG.   

 
 The ED MD quickly dictated a note and the ED 
RN and I quickly wrote up our notes as well as 
the transfer checklist.  At that time, the Transport 
RN arrived.  The Transport RN understood that 
we were not able to splint the leg using the Hare 
Traction Splint.  She went on to say that the Hare 

Traction Splint is not advantageous in the helicopter 
due to space constraints.  I suggested the leg of the 
Mast Suit, as an air splint, but they decided on a 
long cardboard splint. They took the blood tubes 
that had been drawn/labeled and copies of the pa-
tient chart and X-rays.  The patient was transferred 
to the Level 2 Trauma Center, whose catchment 
area included this Level 3 Trauma Center. 
 
 The ED MD and the ED RN had already called and 
given report.  The transport RN also received re-
port.  The Police Officers stated they would follow 
in their cars. 
 This is an example of a patient who limped into the 
ER with one “story” and Police Officers who knew 
a different story.  Just remember to perform the pri-
mary and secondary assessments and stop to inter-
vene whenever you find a problem.  Then determine 

the best place for your patient to receive de-
finitive care.  You will be putting the princi-
ples of the TNCC into action!

Government Affairs Committee 
 The Legislative year is in full force and the bills are 
many. Below is a brief update of some of the goings on 
in Sacramento. 
 

 Health Coverage Expansion/Health Care Reform 
The Capitol is buzzing with discussions about healthcare 
reforms. The Governor’s Office has convened two health 
care reform work groups, one on coverage and the sec-
ond on cost containment. These meetings offer a place 
for invited stakeholders to discuss issues and advocate 
their position. The Governor, the Assembly Speaker and 
the Senate President Pro Tem each have proposed com-
prehensive plans to reform the health care system and 
expand health coverage. The Governor’s plan has not 
been introduced as legislation. On Mar. 29 the Speaker’s 
plan was incorporated into AB 8 (Núñez) (Passed As-
sembly Health—April 24 to Appropriations). The Presi-
dent Pro Tem’s bill is SB 48 (Perata) (Passed Senate 
Health—April 25 to Senate Rules). AB 8 and SB 48 
were significantly amended April 18. Those amendments 
represent a further convergence between the Speaker’s 
and the President Pro Tem’s bills. Senator Kuehl has 
reintroduced SB 840, her single-payer bill (Passed Sen-
ate Health—April 18 to Senate Appropriations). A com-

panion bill, SB 1014 (Kuehl) would enact taxes to sup-
port the single-payer system (Passed Senate Health—
April 18 to Senate Revenue and Taxation). The Senate 
Republican caucus responded to the other proposals 
with, “Cal CARE”, a set of proposed changes that focus 
on tax incentives, regulatory relaxations, and redirection 
of safety net funding, among other features. SB 236 
(Runner) expresses the intent of the Legislature to enact 
Cal CARE (Senate Rules). SB 383 (Aanestad) declares 
the intent of the Legislature to enact tax credits for health 
care providers that provide free care to uninsured pa-
tients (Senate Rules). On Mar. 14, the Assembly Repub-
lican caucus unveiled its own health care reform propos-
als to be amended into a number of bills. Other legisla-
tors from both sides of the aisle also have introduced 
health care coverage and reform proposals. This debate 
will continue for the 2007 legislative session and may 
spill over to 2008. 
 

 Nurse and Other Workforce Shortages/Staffing 
The administration and the legislature continue to ad-
dress the shortage of qualified nurses and other health 
care workers through state budget, legislative, and public 
advocacy. The Governor’s initial proposed state budget 
includes funds to reduce enrollment attrition in nursing 
programs, and for incentives to increase costly science 
course prerequisites to enrolling in nursing programs. 
Also included in the budget is funding to support addi-
tional nursing instruction capacity in community col-
leges and development of four new regional clinical 
simulation laboratories. Other bills include: SB 139 
(Scott) would establish a healthcare workforce clearing-
house in OSHPD to serve as the central source of health 
care workforce and educational pipeline data in the state 
(Senate Education—April 26). AB 520 (Brownley) 
would impose new requirements on hospitals to adopt 
and comply with staffing plans for professional and tech-
nical staff other than nurses (Assembly Appropriations—
April  25). AB 623 (Lieu) would require the state De-
partment of Public Health to provide for certification of 
radiology assistants (Assembly Appropriations). AB 
1559 (Berryhill) would require community colleges to 
adopt and implement a merit-based admissions policy 
for nursing education programs when there are more ap-
plicants for a term than can be reasonably accommo-
dated (Assembly Appropriations). 
 

 Seismic Compliance/Facility Issues 
Seismic mandate relief is a component of the compre-
hensive health coverage expansion/health care reform 
package proposed by the Governor and is a component 
of the Senate and Assembly Republican caucus propos-

als. OSHPD is refining HAZUS, a revised methodology 
for evaluating seismic hazards, which will reclassify some 
hospitals and allow them longer to retrofit. The Hospital 
Building Safety Board (HBSB) is expected to act on HA-
ZUS by July. SB 211 (Cox) is an OSHPD-sponsored bill 
on hospital seismic safety (Senate Floor). SB 306 
(Ducheny) would reform the inspection process and de-
clare the intent of the Legislature to enact financial assis-
tance for health facility buildings that are classified as 
nonconforming SPC-1 buildings (Senate Appropria-
tions—April 30). AB 1149 (Beall) would authorize sup-
plemental Medi-Cal payments for debt service related to 
capital projects by qualifying trauma centers for which 
final plans have been submitted after Jan. 1, 2007 and 
before Dec. 31, 2011 (Assembly Appropriations). 
 

 Emergency Services 
Major health care reform legislation presents an opportu-
nity to address some causes of the EMS crisis. Having 
said that, the reform proposals do not address emergency 
services issues. AB 113 (Beall) would authorize a county 
board of supervisors to designate a hospital as an essen-
tial community facility using a local committee and pub-
lic hearing process. Hospitals so designated would be 
required to obtain a performance bond that would be for-

feited to the county if the hospital does not provide at 
least 180 days notice of closure or decrease of emergency 
services regardless of circumstances. Every hospital could 
be so designated and be made subject to these require-
ments (Assembly Appropriations). SB 916 (Yee) seeks 
legislative relief and an expansion of immunity for hospi-
tals both designated and non-designated under the Lanter-
man-Petris-Short (LPS) Act with respect to 8 and 72-hour 
holds (Amended and passed Senate Health— April 25). 
 

 Patient Transport/Discharge 
SB 275 (Cedillo) would prohibit hospitals from transport-
ing a patient to a location other than his or her residence 
without the patient’s “clearly and explicitly manifested 
consent, knowingly and intelligently given without duress 
or coercion”, except when the patient is lawfully trans-
ferred to another health facility, and would apply the pro-
hibition to hospital staff members responsible for the dis-
charge of a patient (Passed Senate Public Safety—April 
24 to Appropriations). 
 

 Patient Safety/Quality/Reporting/Disclosure 
The California Hospitals Assessment and Reporting Task 
Force (CHART) launched CalHospitalCompare.org on 
Mar. 6, providing web-based performance comparisons of 
participating CHART hospitals. AB 52 (Dymally) would 
establish the Office of Patient Advocate in the State De-

partment of Public Health with duties and powers on be-
half of patients in health care facilities that are similar to 
those of the state’s health care service plan advocate and 
impose other requirements (Assembly Appropriations). 
AB 851 (Brownley) would require large print warnings be 
included with any drug dispensed by prescription that 
poses a substantial risk to the person taking the drug when 
taken in combination with alcohol or other medications 
(Assembly Health).  
 

 Workplace and Labor Issues 
SB 171 (Perata) would require hospitals to adopt patient 
lift policies, identify patients needing lift teams and lift, 
repositioning or transfer devices, and would enact related 
requirements on hospitals (Senate Appropriations—to 
Suspense file April 23). AB 1201 (Leno) is intended to 
overturn NLRB and judicial decisions regarding collec-
tive bargaining for direct care nurses as defined by the bill 
(Assembly Labor). AB 371 (Huffman) would require 
every hospital that applies for tax-exempt financing 
through the Calif. Health Facilities Financing Authority 
(CHFFA) or any other public entity to submit its injury 
prevention program, which would be required to include a 
zero lift component, and to describe how it will allocate 
financial resources to implement the zero lift component 
(Assembly Appropriations). AB 632 (Salas) would extend 
existing employee “whistleblower” protections to hospital 
medical staff members, and impose civil and criminal 
penalties (Assembly Appropriations). SB 942 (Migden) 
would create a rebuttable presumption that an employer 
has discriminated against an employee who has been dis-
abled because of a workers’ compensation eligible injury 
or illness if the employer refuses to reinstate the employee 
to his or her regular position within 5 working days after a 
physician states the employee is able to perform (Senate 
Labor—April 25 to Judiciary).

• When ENA , along with the ANA and 
numerous other nursing associations, 
expressed opposition to a plan of the 
Centers for Disease Control to restrict 
practice of infected health care workers 
by establishing a list of functions that 
these workers should not perform, the 
CDC bowed to the pressure and aban-
doned its plans. 

• The Association's strategy in legislative affairs contin-
ued the emphasis at the national level and added new in-
volvement, first at the state level, then in local govern-
ment issues. 
• ENA moved into a two-story brick building with 
12,000 square feet of space that would accommodate the 
expanding association.
